Those applications and nominations sent directly to host 
universities by candidates or other Faculties/Institutes of the University of Belgrade should 
not be accepted and International Relations Office of the University of Belgrade should be 
informed about it.

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A. International students outside the EU can apply for a visa at a 
Serbian Embassy/ Consular Office at their country of 
residence. Please inform yourself at the Serbian Embassy/ 
Consular Office about the conditions and needed documents 
for the visa application. 

 
B. International students from EU can obtain a visa: a) either at 

a Serbian Embassy/ Consular Office at their country of 
residence or b) apply for a temporary residence permit after 
arrival in Serbia (Belgrade) by submitting an online 
application:

International students can enter Serbia with a valid passport and 
need to submit a residence permit application (you are not a tourist, 
you are a foreign student) within 60 days of their arrival, if they 
haven’t entered on a D-type (student) visa. 

The first mandatory obligation within 24 hours of arrival at the 
territory of the Republic of Serbia is registering your short-term 
residential address at the nearest police station in Belgrade. More 
information is available here: 
http://www.mup.gov.rs/wps/portal/en/information 

 
In case the student is staying in a student dormitory/hotel/hostel, 
they will take over the requirement of registration at the nearest 
police station. Once they have found a more permanent address than 
a ho(s)tel, then the above applies. 

The Residence permit costs in Belgrade are according to the last 
check about 18.000,00 RSD (approximately 140 Euro) for a stay up 
to 6 months.  Applying for a visa at your country of residence might 
be much cheaper, so please look into this option first. 

Please provide your CV in the Serbian language since the Police 
Department for foreign citizens in Belgrade is asking for it when you 
are applying for the Residence permit. 

 
Please provide a Certificate from your home university stated you got 
a stipend during the stay in Serbia, or credit card or foreign currency 
account statement. The Police is asking for proof of sufficient 
financial means during your stay in Serbia:
